Chapter 17 Assessment

1. Your task is to create a flip-book using all of the information that 

we have learned relating to the Enlightenment and the American Revolution.  

2. To create your book, you will need the following materials:  Two 

sheets of plain white paper, colored pencils/markers/crayons, class notes and textbook.

3. To begin, take a sheet of paper and fold it almost in half (leave about an inch at the bottom).  Place the folded sheet on top of the first sheet also about an inch from its bottom.  Then take the sheet that is not folded and fold it onto the first sheet.  Your booklet should have four flaps if it is done properly.  Do not staple your book until all pages are completed.
4. The first page (smallest and at the top) is your cover.  On this page you must place the title of your book.  The title should be creative and original.  You may want to wait to title your book after you have put the information in it.
5. The back of the title page is page two.  On this page you need to write the definitions of the terms The Enlightenment and The American Revolution.  These cannot be copied.  You must tell what they mean in your own words.  
6. Pages three and four (flap two) will have information about one philosophe from of the enlightenment era (Age of Reason).  On page three you should have some type of artwork that shows the person or something that they did or believed in.  On page four you need to write information dealing with the philosophe.  Explain who the person was , his or her beliefs and why they were important.  

7. Pages five and six (flap 3) will have information about one enlightened despot. On page five you should have artwork of the person or of something he or she was involved in.  On page six you should write any important information about the person and what he or she believed or achieved.

8. Pages seven and eight (flap 4) will have information about the Revolutionary War and how the United States was formed.  On page seven you should have artwork relating to this topic and on page eight you should describe the process of how and why the revolution took place and its results.  Be sure to include the important people dates and places as supporting details.
9. All information must be original.  You must not copy written material and/or artwork 

from the book.  Use the ideas from your book and notes but do not plagiarize.  Any   

violation of this will result in a zero.

10. Make sure that you decorate your book.  Make it colorful, creative and neat.  Be sure 

to add captions (one or two sentences describing/explaining the pictures) to all artwork as well.  Make sure you ask me if you have any questions or want to check your work along the way.  Good luck, do your best and have fun!
